The Life of the Trinity: Pope Francis We recognize in the Life of the Trinity the 
model for the Church, in which we are called to love each other as Jesus loved us.  
And love is the concrete sign that demonstrates faith in God the Father, Son and Holy 
Spirit. And love is the badge of the Christian, as Jesus told us: “By this all people will 
know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another” It’s a contradiction 
to think of Christians who hate. God is love! We are all called to witness and proclaim 
the message that “God is love”, that God isn’t far and insensitive to our human affairs. 
He is close to us, always beside us, walking with us and wants to share our joys and 
our sorrows, our hopes and our struggles. He loves us very much and for that reason 
he became one of us. He came into the world not to condemn it, but so the world 
would be saved through Jesus. And this is the love of God in Jesus, a love that we feel 
when we draw close to Jesus And he always forgives us, he always awaits us, he loves 
us so much. A person who loves others for the very joy of love is a reflection of the 
Trinity. A family in which each person loves and helps one another is a reflection of 
the Trinity. A parish in which each person loves and shares spiritual and material             
possessions is a reflection of the Trinity. True love is boundless, but it knows how to 
limit itself. It knows how to respect freedom in our interactions with others. Every 
Sunday we go to Mass, we celebrate the Eucharist together and the Eucharist is like 
the “burning bush” in which the Trinity humbly lives and communicates.
